We have audited the compliance of the State of South Carolina with the types of 
compliance requirements described in the U.S. Office of Management and Budget (OMB) 
Circular A-133 Compliance Supplement that are applicable to each of its major federal 
programs for the year ended June 30, 2006.

Compliance with the requirements of laws, 
regulations, contracts and grants applicable to each of its major federal programs is the 
responsibility of the State of South Carolina's management.  Our responsibility is to express an 
opinion on the State of South Carolina's compliance based on our audit. 

 
We conducted our audit of compliance in accordance with auditing standards generally 

accepted in the United States of America; the standards applicable to financial audits 
contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United 
States; and OMB Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local Governments, and Non-Profit 
Organizations.  Those standards and OMB Circular A-133 require that we plan and perform 
the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether noncompliance with the types of 
compliance requirements referred to above that could have a direct and material effect on a 
major federal program occurred.  An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence about 
the State of South Carolina's compliance with those requirements and performing such other 
procedures as we considered necessary in the circumstances.  We believe that our audit 
provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.  Our audit does not provide a legal determination 
of the State of South Carolina's compliance with those requirements.

In our opinion, the State of South Carolina complied, in all material respects, with the 
requirements referred to in the preceding paragraph that are applicable to each of its major 
federal programs for the year ended June 30, 2006.  However, the results of our auditing 
procedures disclosed instances of noncompliance with those requirements, which are required 
to be reported in accordance with OMB Circular A-133 and which are described in the 
accompanying schedule of findings and questioned costs as items 06E24-1, 06E28-2,   
06E28-3, 06H73-1 through 06H73-4, 06J02-1, 06J04-1, 06J20-1, 06J20-2, 06K05-1 through 
06K05-3, 06L04-2 through 06L04-5, 06N04-1, 06N04-3 through 06N04-5, 06P12-1, and 
06P24-2. 

  
Internal Control Over Compliance 

 
The management of the State of South Carolina is responsible for establishing and 

maintaining effective internal control over compliance with the requirements of laws, 
regulations, contracts and grants applicable to federal programs.  In planning and performing 
our audit, we considered the State of South Carolina's internal control over compliance with 
requirements that could have a direct and material effect on a major federal program in order 
to determine our auditing procedures for the purpose of expressing our opinion on compliance 
and to test and report on the internal control over compliance in accordance with OMB Circular    
A-133. 
 

We noted certain matters involving the internal control over compliance and its 
operation that we consider to be reportable conditions.  Reportable conditions involve matters 
coming to our attention relating to significant deficiencies in the design or operation of the 
internal control over compliance that, in our judgment, could adversely affect the State of 
South Carolina's ability to administer a major federal program in accordance with the 
applicable requirements of laws, regulations, contracts, and grants.  Reportable conditions are 
described in the accompanying schedule of findings and questioned costs as items 06E24-1, 
06E28-1 through 06E28-3, 06H73-1 through 06H73-4, 06J02-1, 06J04-1, 06J20-1, 06J20-2, 
06K05-1 through 06K05-3, 06L04-1 through 06L04-5, 06N04-1 through 06N04-5, 06P12-1, 
06P24-1, and 06P24-2.  
 

A material weakness is a reportable condition in which the design or operation of one or 
more of the internal control components does not reduce to a relatively low level the risk that 
noncompliance with the applicable requirements of laws, regulations, contracts, and grants 
caused by error or fraud that would be material in relation to a major federal program being 
audited may occur and not be detected within a timely period by employees in the normal 
course of performing their assigned functions.  Our consideration of the internal control over 
compliance would not necessarily disclose all matters in the internal control that might be 
reportable conditions and, accordingly, would not necessarily disclose all reportable conditions 
that are also considered to be material weaknesses.  However, of the reportable conditions 
described above, we consider items 06E24-1 and 06L04-2 through 06L04-5 to be material 
weaknesses.

thereon dated November 21, 2006.  Our audit was performed for the purpose of forming 
opinions on the financial statements that collectively comprise the State of South Carolina’s 
basic financial statements.  The accompanying schedules of expenditures of federal awards, 
dated November 21, 2006, are presented for purposes of additional analysis as required by 
OMB Circular A-133 and are not a required part of the basic financial statements.  Such 
information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic 
financial statements and, in our opinion, is fairly stated, in all material respects, in relation to 
the basic financial statements taken as a whole. 
 

The State's basic financial statements included the operations of certain agencies and 
component units that have been excluded from the schedules of expenditures of federal 
awards because each of the entities engaged other auditors to perform an audit in accordance 
with the Single Audit Act Amendments of 1996.  As described in Note 1, these agencies and 
component units expended $1,999,724,382 in federal awards during the year ended June 30, 
2006.  
 

This report is intended solely for the information and use of the Governor and Members 
of the General Assembly, the governing body and management of State agencies, the 
cognizant federal agency, federal awarding agencies, and pass-through entities and is not 
intended to be and should not be used by anyone other than these specified parties.

NOTE 2 - BASIS OF ACCOUNTING
 
The expenditures presented in the accompanying schedules of expenditures of 
federal awards were developed from agency records which reconcile to the 
Statewide Accounting and Reporting System (STARS).  STARS is the State's 
budgetary basis accounting system which serves as a primary source of 
information in the preparation of the State's financial statements.  The 
STARS basis of accounting for the expenditures presented is the cash basis 
with the following exceptions: 
 

(1) Departments and agencies charge certain vendor and interfund 
payments against the preceding fiscal year’s appropriations through 
July 18. 

 
(2) Certain non-cash activity, such as food stamp benefits is recorded 

as an expenditure in the fiscal year in which the resources are 
distributed to the beneficiaries. 

 
Federal revenues and expenditures are included primarily in the governmental 
funds in the State's financial statements. 
 
 
NOTE 3 - MATCHING COST
 
Matching costs, i.e. the non-federal share of certain program costs, are 
included in the accompanying schedules of expenditures of federal awards 
when the federal and state portions of costs are combined and the state 
portion cannot be separately identified. 
 
 
NOTE 4 - PETROLEUM OVERCHARGE RECOVERIES
 
In the current and prior years the State received monies relating to 
recoveries from petroleum companies which had overcharged customers when 
price controls were in effect.  These monies are expended under specific 
federal programs in accordance with the federal laws and regulations 
pertaining to such programs.  Accordingly, these amounts are included in the 
accompanying schedules of expenditures of federal awards under the specific 
federal program to which they relate. 
 
 
NOTE 5 - RELATIONSHIP TO FEDERAL FINANCIAL REPORTS
 
The regulations and guidelines governing the preparation of federal 
financial reports vary by federal agency and among programs administered by 
the same agency.  Accordingly, the amounts reported in the federal financial 
reports do not necessarily agree with the amounts reported in the 
accompanying schedules of expenditures of federal awards which are prepared 
on the basis explained in Notes 1 and 2.

NOTE 6 - WIC REBATES
 
During the fiscal year ended June 30, 2006 the South Carolina Department of 
Health and Environmental Control received cash rebates from infant formula 
manufacturers in the amount of $26,807,981 on sales of formula to 
participants in the WIC program (CFDA 10.557).  Rebate contracts with infant 
formula manufacturers are authorized by 7 CFR 246.16a as a cost containment 
measure.  Rebates represent a reduction of expenditures previously incurred 
for WIC food benefit costs.  Applying the rebates received to such costs 
enabled the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control to 
extend program benefits to 438,182 more persons than could have been served 
this fiscal year in the absence of the rebate contract.

The following is repeated from our 2002, 2003, 2004 and 
2005 audit reports: 
 

1. A mediation settlement of $107,487 for the 
Pickens, Ware Shoals, and Fountain Inn armories 
was paid in March, 1998, entirely from the 
Pickens Armory’s state funds account rather than 
charging $26,872 to each of the armory’s federal 
fund accounts.  Also, the Agency should have 
prorated the State’s 25 percent match equally 
between the three projects.  The Agency has not 
corrected posting of the partial settlement of 
$107,487.  The Agency incurred expenditures in 
fiscal year 1999 for each of these projects.  It 
appears that the Agency properly matched the 
amounts charged to Fountain Inn and Pickens.

The Commission 
originally calculated the State match by multiplying five 
percent by the $32,421,280 total grant funds which resulted 
in a state match of $1,621,064.  The correct calculation 
should have been to divide the total grant amount by 95 
percent and then subtract the grant award from that total 
which would result in a match of $1,706,383.

The 
State Election Commission (the Commission) 
submitted a revised report, which included Title 
I, Section 101 interest earned for the calendar 
year 2004, but failed to report Title I, Section 
102 interest.

Payment grant.  In the SF 269 report submitted on 
July 27, 2005 the Commission calculated interest 
earnings for the period of September 10, 2004 to 
September 30, 2004 using the total grant award as 
its base.

Then transactions are 
reviewed by appropriate staff to determine which 
grant award (and federal period) to charge.  
However, the Department has not assigned phase 
codes in its accounting system to particular 
grant awards.  Rather, each phase code represents 
a different federal fiscal year and transactions 
are recorded to the current phase.  The 
Department told us that because of recent staff 
reductions, expenditures at the transaction level 
are not reviewed for determining the appropriate 
phase to charge.  Instead, the Department 
analyzes expenditures at the end of the federal 
fiscal year and makes necessary adjustments to 
the federal financial reports.  We tested the 
Department’s compliance with the period of 
availability requirement for each of our major 
programs and found no problems.  However, because 
expenditures are not properly recorded by phase, 
we could not report the Department’s expenditures 
by grant award number on the Schedule of 
Expenditures of Federal Awards.

system.  It is State accounting policy to assign 
each grant a single project code.

revenues and expenditures were overstated 
$3,909,306 on the SFFA. 

 
5) Based on grant documentation an incorrect grant 

number was listed under CFDA number 10.560.

that performance goals are achieved.  OMB Circular A-133 
Compliance Supplement further states that a pass-through 
entity is responsible for 1) ensuring that subrecipients 
expending $500,000 or more in federal awards have met the 
audit requirements of OMB Circular A-133 and 2) performing 
during-the-award monitoring which is defined as monitoring 
the subrecipient’s use of federal awards through site 
visits, regular contact, or other means. 
 
We determined that the Department does not effectively 
monitor all of its subrecipients under the requirements of 
during-the-award monitoring.  We noted that almost all of 
the CACFP funds are passed through to providers who make 
client eligibility determinations.  The Department’s 
monitoring policy involves two processes.  First, 
administrative reviews are performed to comply with Title 7 
CFR 226.6.  That regulation states that reviews are 
required once every three years for independent centers and 
sponsoring organizations of 1 to 100 facilities and once 
every two years for sponsoring organizations with more than 
100 facilities.  To comply with this requirement, CACFP 
staff review one month’s activity during the two or three 
year cycle as applicable for each provider.  Second, the 
Department requires subrecipients meeting the A-133 
threshold to submit single audit reports to the 
Department’s Office of Internal Audits (OIA) for review.

The Department and USDHHS have reached an agreement in 
which the Department pays penalties to USDHHS for their 
noncompliance.  During fiscal year 2006, the Department 
paid $6.9 million in penalties.  
 
As noted in our prior year finding, the Department had 
issued a Request for Proposal (RFP) for an automated child 
support enforcement system that has been approved by 
USDHHS.  We were told that the responses to the RFP were 
due in March 2006 and that the contract would be awarded on 
June 30, 2006.  During our current audit, we were told that 
the RFP had been reissued three times and that the State of 
South Carolina was in the evaluation stage of awarding the 
contract.  The Department estimates that the start date for 
the system upgrade would be in the first quarter of 
calendar year 2007, with a four year upgrade time period. 
 
Because an automated information and retrieval system has 
not been implemented, certain data necessary for proper 
completion of the OCSE34A financial report is not 
available.  The Department used the best available data and 
estimates in completing the report but we could not attest 
to the accuracy of that data.

The Department is required to submit quarterly financial 
reports to the U.S. Department of Justice. Based on our 
review of the reports submitted during fiscal year 2006, we 
found the following: 
 

1. The current federal outlays, current match 
outlays, and total outlays reported on the second 
quarter state fiscal year 2006 SF269 report did 
not reconcile to the amounts reported on the 
Department’s Special 17 Detail report.  Current 
federal outlays were understated $96,847 and 
current match outlays were overstated $7,623 
resulting in an understatement of $89,224 for 
total outlays. 

 
2. The Department reported an incorrect indirect 

cost rate type, indirect cost rate, and base 
which resulted in the incorrect calculation of 
indirect cost reported for the period and 
remitted to the State General fund. According to 
Department personnel, cumulative program 
expenditures were used as the base and the prior 
agreed upon indirect cost rate of 5.3 percent was 
used to calculate indirect cost instead of the 
current agreed upon rate of 4.3 percent. This has 
been done since the inception of the grant. We 
did not determine the cumulative misstatement of 
the Department’s error; however in fiscal year 
2006 the Department charged $17,639 of indirect 
costs to the grant. 

 
3. There is no segregation of duties regarding the 

preparation, review and approval of reports; one 
employee performs all three steps.

We were told by Department personnel that the errors 
occurred because personnel lack the knowledge to prepare 
the SF269 reports. Also, with respect to the lack of 
segregation of duties, we were told that the Department 
feels that one person preparing, reviewing, and approving 
the reports is more efficient and effective than having 
multiple employees working on the same reports; thus, the 
Department only had one employee prepare, review, and 
approve the reports.  
 
The SF269 report template includes instructions on the 
preparation of reports. Also, an effective system of 
internal controls requires that an independent review of 
reports be performed to ensure accuracy of computations of 
reported amounts.  
 
We recommend that the Department of Corrections implement 
policies and procedures to ensure that financial reports 
and supporting worksheets are properly prepared and 
reviewed by employees that are knowledgeable of applicable 
federal reporting requirements.  We also recommend that the 
expenditures reported on the reports are accurate and 
supported by the Department’s financial records.  Further, 
we recommend the Department submit revised reports to the 
federal grantor amending the errors described above.

During our testing of the Department of Corrections’ (the 
Department) compliance with the matching requirement for 
the Violent Offender Incarceration and Truth in Sentencing 
Incentive Formula Grants (VOITIS) we determined that the 
Department did not meet the required match of 10 percent of 
total project costs for one of seven construction projects 
that were closed during fiscal year 2006.  The required 
match for this project was $41,153; however, the Department 
paid only $11,514 of this required amount with appropriate 
matching funds. 
 
The 2006 Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance requires 
grantees of the VOITIS program to provide a 10 percent 
match for construction projects funded by VOITIS. According 
to Part III, Chapter 3 of the U.S. Department of Justice’s 
2005 Financial Guide, match for the block/formula award 
program is to be provided for on a project-by-project 
basis, unless otherwise stated in the program guidelines.

Resource Management Program (OCRM) do not reconcile to the federal 
draws reported on the Federal Cash Transaction Report (SF 272).  The 
Department cannot identify the specific grants associated with the 
discrepancies; therefore, it is unable to amend the prior period 
close-out reports and the unencumbered balances are sitting idle in 
federal accounts.

Subject: Explanation for changes in balances on FY06 Schedule of Federal Financial 
Assistance 

The State Auditor's Office is following up on an audit they performed earlier this year of the Help 
America Vote Act (HAVA) funds received by State Election Commission (SEC) which includes 
federal and matching funds. The matching funds are required by the grant as a condition for receiving 
the federal funds. After examining the Schedule of Federal Financial Assistance form submitted 
for FY06, the State Auditor's Office has requested an explanation for changes they recommend be made 
to the Schedule. During the first audit earlier this year, the SEC was advised interest on the federal 
funds needs to be broken out by Title and Section. Faye Parks has been assisting me with the process 
of determining the interest. This process is still currently a work in progress. 

CFDA # 39.011 (cash account # 1901 and 1902)  
When Faye and I prepared the FY06 Schedule, the beginning balance for cash account 1901 was changed to 
reflect a reduction of $30,114.76 which we thought was June's interest. In error, we moved (only on 
the Schedule of FFA) that amount from 1901 to the 1903 beginning balance. We deducted $30,114.76 from 
account #1901 and added it to the beginning balance for account #1903. Per the auditor, the beginning 
balance should not be changed, but the amount should be posted under the "other additions" column for 
account # 1903. When the interest (30,114.76) was received it was deposited into account # 1903. It did 
not affect account # 1901. Since we had moved other interest from account # 1901 to account # 1903 
during the year, we thought that amount had been originally deposited into account # 1901. 

Regarding the "other additions" column on account # 1901, we initially reported $167,539.45 in 
interest earned. That figure is derived from the interest actually earned on Title I funds (CFDA # 
39.011) during FY06. $35,138.81 is the amount that has currently been allocated to cash account 
1901 and 1902 in BARS. (See account report for 1901 & 1902 attached) The adjustment for this difference 
will be made in BARS in FY07 and will be shown as "other additions" on the FY07 FFA Schedule. 
Additionally, JV 17 in the amount of $866.15 is an adjustment to the beginning fund 
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balance for FY06 which was processed to reverse a payment charged to HAVA funds, but should 
have been charged to primary funds (See DV830). The corrected figure under "other additions" on 
the FY06 FFA Schedule is derived from $866.15 plus $35,138.81 for a total of $36,004.96. 

Under the "other deductions" column for account # 1901 on the FFA Schedule, we originally 
reported $30.18 which was an adjustment to the beginning fund balance. On DV 449, $367.44 
should have been paid using HAVA funds and $337.26 should have been paid using general election 
funds. The amounts were reversed when coded so $30.18 was overpaid using general election funds. 
JV 17 corrects the error to allow for payment in that amount using HAVA funds. Per the auditor, the 
amount under "other deductions" for account # 1901 should be $6,718.31. For an explanation of $6,688.13 
of this amount, see the attached memo. The additional $30.18 is the same as above explanation. The total of 
these two figures is $6,718.31. 

The ending balance for FY06 for CFDA # 39.011 is $2,919,587.72. This amount is comprised of 
account # 1901 and 1902. 

CFDA # 90.401 (cash account 1903)  
For explanation of the beginning fund balance changes, see paragraph #1 under CFDA # 39.011. The 
difference in expenditures is the net amount of total expenditures ($392,114.34) minus JV 15 ($258,921.67) 
which was used to repay account # 1903 from matching funds as these funds were not available at the time 
that DV 651 was paid in FY05. We originally reported $133,192.67 for expenditures under account # 1903. 

Regarding "other additions", the figure originally reported by us was the actual total interest earned 
($124,452.59). The auditor advises us to change the figure to $521,596.49 which is comprised of the 
actual amount deposited in the CFDA # 90.401 account ($255,987.10) plus the reimbursement on JV 
16 ($258,921.66) plus JV 17 ($6,688.13). The corrections to cash account 1903 will be made in FY07 
and will be reflected on the FY07 FFA Schedule under the "other deductions" column. 

The ending balance for FY06 for CFDA # 93.401 is $2,737,425.42. 

Total federal assistance ending balance for FY06 is $5,657,013.14.

This letter is in response to your follow up to the 2005 Statewide Single Audit of federal funds 
conducted to review Help America Vote Act (HAVA) funds received by the South Carolina Election 
Commission. 

Your audit reported that a report prepared by the Office of Inspector General's Office (OIG) 
disclosed the SEC had incorrectly determined the match requirement in fiscal year 2005 and still had an 
under match of $85,319. Your report further disclosed that the SEC did not deposit the matching funds 
in an interest bearing account and; therefore, had lost interest on the matching funds in the amount of 
$29,475. You have concurred with the OIG's recommendation that the SEC deposit state funds of 
$114,794 into a restricted account. The following response regarding the understated matching 
requirement was sent to the OIG's Office following their preliminary findings: 

OIG auditors reported that South Carolina understated its matching contribution by 
approximately $85,319 and also did not deposit its matching funds into the State's election 
fund, resulting in lost interest of $29,475. The understated match was the result of using an 
incorrect formula. During the audit, we were advised of the proper way to calculate the 
matching portion. 

We were originally advised that South Carolina should receive approximately $49M dollars in 
federal funds for the HAVA project. With that information, we requested $2.1M in matching 
funds. The final year of federal funding for HAVA has not been authorized; therefore, unless the 
final funds are received, the necessary matching funds will be less than originally estimated. The 
full $2.1M was appropriated by the S. C. General Assembly so the funds are available to provide 
the furl match in the amount of $1,706,383 and also to provide interest lost in the amount of 
$29,475. 
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The SEC was not aware that the matching funds should be earning interest. The draft report by 
your office cited Section 254 (b) (1) of the Act. The SEC has contacted Mr. Paul Jarvis, Assistant 
Treasurer for South Carolina, and requested that the matching funds be deposited into the 
appropriate account in order for interest to be earned on the funds. Mr. Jarvis responded to our 
office concerning the applicable section and he would like clarification on which funds should be 
earning interest before he complies with our request to deposit the matching funds into the interest 
bearing account. 

An email was sent to Ms. Peggy Sims on November 9, 2006 regarding this matter and we are 
waiting on a response. When we receive the response, we will contact Mr. Jarvis and proceed 
with the matter based on the response we receive. 

We received the final audit report from the OIG's Office today. That report was addressed to Mr. 
Thomas Wilkey, Executive Director of the U. S. Election Assistance Commission. The OIG's Office has 
requested a written response from the EAC which should include information or actions taken or 
planned, including target dates and titles of EAC officials responsible for implementing the 
recommendations in the report.

Response: We concur with the finding. Future use tax report will be prepared before the due 
date to avoid any penalty. 

061173-4. Time Sheets - We recommend the Agency strengthen its procedure of ensuring 
original time sheets are not entered into the payroll administration system until it has been 
verified and approved by an employee's immediate supervisor. 

Response: The Department accepts the finding of an error in the reporting of the time sheet and will 
work to strengthen its procedures to ensure greater accuracy. The Department will reissue, to 
relevant staff, its procedures for tracking and reporting hours on temporary employees and remind 
all supervisors to make sure that original time sheets are signed by both the employee and the 
supervisor. In addition, the Department will require that all supervisors print and sign a copy of the 
electronic time sheet report, which they submit each pay period to the Human Resources Office on 
each temporary employee. Staff will compare the electronic information to the original 
signed time sheet to ensure consistency and accuracy. Finally, the Department will make an 
annual review of this information by its internal audit function a part of its internal audit package 
for each office, which utilizes temporary employees.

I am writing to provide the Department of Health and Human Services' (DHHS) response to 
audit finding 06J02-1 in the State Fiscal Year 2006 Statewide Single Audit at the Department 
of Health and Human Services, which pertains to accounting for receivables and refunds of 
Medicaid overpayments. 

We agree that, due to a clerical error, the $32,558.25 Federal share of an overpayment to a 
Medicaid provider was miscoded in the agency's accounting records as a non-federal debt. 
Thus, the Federal share was not refunded as a credit to the Federal government as required on 
the agency's Quarterly Statement of Expenditures (Form CMS-64) for the quarter ended March 
31, 2006. Thus the Federal expenditures for that quarter were overstated by the amount of 
the overpayment. The agency refunded the federal share of the overpayment on December 18, 
2006 to Centers for Medicaid/Medicare Services (CMS). 

In response to the finding, DHHS has updated its policies and procedures to ensure that all 
overpayments are properly coded when they are initially entered into the accounting system. 
We have implemented a mandatory supervisory review of all receivables upon initial set-up of 
the document in the accounting system. After the data has been verified, the supervisor will 
i n i t i a l  t he  da ta  shee ts  to  ce r t i f y  tha t  a  rev iew  and  approva l  has  taken  p lace .  These  
enhancements to our procedures should reduce the risk of this type of problem occurring in the 
future. 

We appreciate the efficient manner in which the Statewide Single Audit was conducted at our 
agency this year.

We have reviewed the audit finding for the FY2006 Statewide Single Audit for the S.C. 
Department of Health and Environmental Control, and offer the following response for 
your consideration: 

06J04-1. Cash Management: Reconciliation of Federal Draws to the Department's 
Accounting System 

Recommendation: We recommend that the Department continue to follow-up with 
the grantor to resolve this finding. 

Action Taken: After several meetings with DHEC OCRM and research of old files, the 
Commissioner sent a letter to the Chief of the NOAA Grants Management Division on 
September 26, 2006, to explain DHEC's position on this finding. The Director, Bureau of 
Financial Management spoke to NOAA Grants Management representatives on 
November 7, 2006, and November 28, 2006, to determine the status ofDHEC's response. At 
that time, DHEC was told that NOAA was short-staffed and would not have a 
response to DHEC until sometime in January 2007. On February 5, 2007, the Director, 
Bureau of Financial Management again spoke to a NOAA Grants Management 
representative. The NOAA employee stated that she had reviewed DHEC's response and it 
is currently with the Chief of the Grants Management Division for further review and 
action.

Employees working on a single cost object will submit a 
semiannual certification stating that they worked solely on one program for a specified 
period. Employees working on multiple cost objectives will prepare a time and effort 
report every month. Employees will report actual hours worked on a particular cost 
objective each day. The DAODAS Senior Accountant will perform quarterly comparisons 
of actual time and effort versus budgeted allocations. Adjustments will be made at least 
annually. 

Non-Payroll Distributions  
Since non-payroll distribution is based on personal services allocations, the time and effort 
methodology referenced above will be used in allocating non-payroll expenditures. This 
will ensure that there will be supporting documentation to verify that operational costs 
are properly allocated. 

We look forward to continued improvement in our financial management, procedures 
and compliance.

Below you will find the South Carolina Departments of Corrections' response to the 
South Carolina State Auditor's findings. 

We have reviewed the findings and will immediately correct those areas where we have 
been deficient. 

06N04-1. Sub-recipient Monitoring 

In FY06, SCDC failed to monitor the submission and review of audit reports 
submitted by its sub-recipients. As stated, we also failed to issue a management 
decision on the sub-recipients' audit findings. 

SCDC will develop and implement written procedures to ensure sub-recipients' 
audit reports are monitored in accordance with Federal regulations. 

The required reports, SF269's and Semi Annual Progress Reports, are reviewed by 
SCDC and used in the development of our own required reporting. These reports are 
not an integral part of our system of controls over the sub-recipients Of more 
importance to SCDC is a form we developed that is required with each 
reimbursement request. This form not only presents the cost information 
available on the SF269, but also provides information on the percentage of federal 
participation and percentage of completion. 

We do disagree with the auditor's implication that controls over this program are 
weak or inadequate. SCDC's involvement with the sub-recipient begins prior to 
grant application in a face-to-face meeting, at which time the program purpose and 
laws and regulations pertaining to the program are explained. At the time of

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award, this is reiterated with a detailed list of terms and conditions that clearly 
state the program purpose, laws and regulations, and provisions of the grant 
contract. 

Sub-recipient monitoring begins with a review of the sub-recipient's accounting 
system. SCDC made it clear that all awards must be accounted for in a separate 
capital project fund with no co-mingling of funds from any other capital projects. In 
at least two cases, SCDC required sub-recipients to make adjustments to their 
ledgers because of co-mingling of projects in a single fund. 

The (Violent Offender Incarceration/Truth-In Sentencing (VOITIS) program is a 
construction program, the purpose of which is to build beds in prisons and jails. 
SCDC utilizes the cooperation of two divisions to monitor this program. The 
Division of Inspections and Operational Review monitors the physical progress of 
each project while the Division of Budget and Finance monitors the financial aspects 
of each project. 

SCDC begins each project by walking the sub-recipient through the NEPA process, 
coordinating all documentation between the U.S. Department of Justice and the sub-
recipient. This is followed by review and approval of all procurements of 
construction contracts. More than ten percent of the requests for approval have been 
denied because of procurement violations. 

Requests for reimbursements are accompanied by invoices and an AIA document on 
which the architect certifies the percentage of completion. Request for 
reimbursements are reviewed for accuracy while invoices are reviewed for 
unallowable costs. 

Prior to final payment, SCDC reviews the sub-recipient's general ledger account 
for the project to assure that expenditures and revenues are recorded and that match 
requirements have been met. Also, the Division of Inspections and Operational 
Review issues a certificate of occupancy, indicating the project is complete and 
functional. 
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SCDC feels that our monitoring efforts have exceeded those required and certainly 
exceeds anything that we have experienced as a sub-recipient. We feel that any 
implication of the auditor that our efforts to ensure that Federal awards are used for 
their intended purposes were inadequate clearly demonstrates a misunderstanding 
by the auditor of where the risks of this program lie. 

06N04-2. Schedule of Federal Financial Assistance 

SCDC agrees with the findings of the auditor and will ensure that the program 
titles reported on the SFFA will agree with those listed per the CFDA. 

The method of accounting for VOITIS funds that led to an overstatement of revenues 
and expenditures was established several years ago in cooperation with the 
Comptroller General's (CG's) Office. The auditor has suggested an alternative 
method that would not result in an overstatement of revenues and expenditures, The 
proposed method has been discussed with the CG's Office and they did not convey 
any objection. Therefore, SCDC will adopt the method recommended by the auditor. 

06N04-3. Suspension and Debarment 

SCDC agrees with the findings of the auditor and will implement written policies to 
document its compliance with Federal suspension and debarment requirements. 

06N04-4. Financial Reporting 

SCDC agrees with the auditor's findings; in FY06 we reported actual total 
expenditures, while reporting amounts drawn as Federal expenditures. This led to an 
understatement of Federal expenditures and an overstatement of Match expenditures. 

We also agree that the calculation of indirect cost has been incorrect. 

Beginning with the December 31, 2006, SF269, Federal, Match and Total 
expenditures agree with SCDC's expenditure reports. Also, the indirect cost 
calculation has been corrected to apply the appropriate rate to each year's 
expenditures. 
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06N04-5. Matching Requirement 

SCDC agrees with the auditor's finding. It has been the procedure of SCDC to 
adjustment Federal and Match expenditures to the correct percentage prior to 
closing each project. In FY06, a project was closed prior to the adjusting entry 
being made. This project has been reopened, the entry to correct the Match 
percentage will be made and then the project will be closed. 

We would like to commend your staff as we found them to be most courteous.
