Compliance 

We have jointly audited the State of South Carolina’s (the State) compliance with the 
types of compliance requirements described in the U.S. Office of Management and Budget
(OMB) Circular A-133 Compliance Supplement that could have a direct and material effect on 
each of the State’s major federal programs for the year ended June 30, 2012.  The State's 
major federal programs are identified in the summary of auditor's results section of the 
accompanying schedule of findings and questioned costs.  Compliance with the requirements 
of laws, regulations, contracts and grants applicable to each of its major federal programs is
the responsibility of the State's management.  Our responsibility is to express an opinion on 
the State's compliance based on our audit. 

We conducted our audit of compliance in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in the United States of America; the standards applicable to financial audits 
contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United 
States; and OMB Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local Governments, and Non-Profit 
Organizations.  Those standards and OMB Circular A-133 require that we plan and perform
the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether noncompliance with the types of
compliance requirements referred to above that could have a direct and material effect on a
major federal program occurred.  An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence about
the State's compliance with those requirements and performing such other procedures as we 
considered necessary in the circumstances.  We believe that our audit provides a reasonable 
basis for our opinion.  Our audit does not provide a legal determination of the State's 
compliance with those requirements. 

In our opinion, the State complied, in all material respects, with the compliance
requirements referred to above that could have a direct and material effect on each of its major
federal programs for the year ended June 30, 2012.  However, the results of our auditing 
procedures disclosed instances of noncompliance with those requirements, which are required
to be reported in accordance with OMB Circular A-133 and which are described in the 
accompanying schedule of findings and questioned costs as items 12E16-1, 12E24-1, 
12H63-1, 12H73-1 through 12H73-3, 12J02-1, 12J04-1 through 12J04-3, 12L04-1 through
12L04-8, 12L04-10, and 12L24-1 through 12L24-3.

Internal Control Over Compliance 

Management of the State of South Carolina is responsible for establishing and 
maintaining effective internal control over compliance with the requirements of laws, 
regulations, contracts and grants applicable to federal programs.  In planning and performing
our audit, we considered the State's internal control over compliance with the requirements
that could have a direct and material effect on a major federal program to determine our
auditing procedures for the purpose of expressing our opinion on compliance and to test and
report on internal control over compliance in accordance with OMB Circular A-133, but not for
the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the internal control over 
compliance. Accordingly, we do not express an opinion on the effectiveness of the State’s
internal control over compliance. 

Our consideration of internal control over compliance was for the limited purpose 
described in the preceding paragraph and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in
internal control over compliance that might be significant deficiencies or material weaknesses
and therefore, there can be no assurance that all deficiencies, significant deficiencies, or 
material weaknesses have been identified. However, as discussed below, we identified certain 
deficiencies in internal control over compliance that we consider to be material weaknesses
and other deficiencies that we considered to be significant deficiencies. 

A deficiency in internal control over compliance exists when the design or operation of a
control over compliance does not allow management or employees, in the normal course of
performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and correct, noncompliance with a
type of compliance requirement of a federal program on a timely basis.  A material weakness 
in internal control over compliance is a deficiency, or combination of deficiencies, in internal
control over compliance, such that there is reasonable possibility that material noncompliance
with a type of compliance requirement of a federal program will not be prevented, or detected
and corrected, on a timely basis. We consider the deficiencies in internal control over 
compliance described in the accompanying schedule of findings and questioned costs as items 
12H63-1 and 12J02-1 to be material weaknesses. 

A significant deficiency in internal control over compliance is a deficiency, or a 
combination of deficiencies, in internal control over compliance with a type of compliance
requirement of a federal program that is less severe than a material weakness in internal
control over compliance, yet important enough to merit attention by those charged with 
governance. We consider the deficiencies in internal control over compliance described in the
accompanying schedule of findings and questions costs as items 12E24-1, 12H73-2, 12H73-3, 
12J04-1 through 12J04-3, 12L04-1 through 12L04-10, 12L24-2, and 12L24-3 to be significant
deficiencies. 

The State’s responses to the findings identified in our audit are described in the 
accompanying schedule of findings and questioned costs. We did not audit the State’s 
responses and, accordingly, we express no opinion on the responses.

Schedules of Expenditures of Federal Awards 

We have jointly audited the financial statements of the governmental activities, the
business-type activities, the aggregate discretely presented component units, each major fund,
and the aggregate remaining fund information of the State of South Carolina as of and for the 
year ended June 30, 2012, and have issued our report thereon dated June 7, 2013.  Our audit 
was performed for the purpose of forming opinions on the financial statements that collectively
comprise the State’s basic financial statements.  The accompanying schedules of expenditures
of federal awards are presented for purposes of additional analysis as required by OMB
Circular A-133 and are not a required part of the basic financial statements.  Such information 
is the responsibility of management and was derived from and relates directly to the underlying
accounting and other records used to prepare the financial statements. The information has 
been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial statements
and, certain additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such information 
directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the financial 
statements or to the financial statements themselves, and other additional procedures in 
accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America. In our 
opinion, the schedules of expenditures of federal awards are fairly stated, in all material
respects, in relation to the basic financial statements taken as a whole. 

The State's basic financial statements included the operations of certain agencies and
component units that have been excluded from the schedules of expenditures of federal
awards because each of the entities engaged other auditors to perform an audit in accordance
with the Single Audit Act Amendments of 1996. As described in Note 1, these agencies and
component units expended $3,629,552,463 in federal awards during the year ended June 30,
2012. 

This report is intended solely for the information and use of the Governor and Members 
of the General Assembly, the governing body and management of State agencies, the 
cognizant federal agency, federal awarding agencies, and pass-through entities and is not
intended to be and should not be used by anyone other than these specified parties.

Pursuant to the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA), the
State shall use at least 50% of its ARRA CWSRF and DWSRF funds for 
additional subsidization in the form of principal forgiveness.  During
fiscal year 2011-12 the State awarded ARRA principal forgiveness
subsidizations totaling $2,314,019 (CFDA No. 66.458) and $368,877 (CFDA No. 
66.468).  The principal forgiveness subsidizations are not included in the 
“loans awarded” amounts presented above. 

Other Federal Assistance 
The "Other Federal Assistance" presented in the accompanying schedules of 
expenditures of federal awards consists of federal financial assistance
programs that have not been assigned CFDA numbers.

Pass-Through Expenditures
Federal funds received by one State grantee agency and redistributed

receiving/expending State grantee agency.  This is to avoid duplication and 
the overstatement of the aggregate level of federal financial assistance 
expended by the State. 

The pass-through funds are included in both the primary recipient and 
subrecipient State grantee agencies in Schedule 2, the Schedule of 
Expenditures of Federal Awards by State Agency.  The pass-through funds are
separately identified in Schedule 2 to provide a complete schedule of all
federal funds administered by State agencies within the single audit 
entity during the year ended June 30, 2012. 

When a State agency receives funds as a subrecipient from outside the single 
audit entity, these funds are included in both Schedules 1 and 2.

NOTE 2 - BASIS OF ACCOUNTING 

The expenditures presented in the accompanying schedules of expenditures of 
federal awards were derived from the South Carolina Enterprise and 
Information System (SCEIS). SCEIS is the State's accounting system which 
serves as the primary source of information in the preparation of the
State's financial statements.  Generally accepted accounting principles for
governments require the use of the accrual and the modified accrual basis of 
accounting. The expenditures reported in Schedules 1 and 2 and the related 
note disclosures are reported on the modified accrual basis of accounting. 

Federal revenues and expenditures are included primarily in the governmental
funds of the State's financial statements. 

NOTE 3 - MATCHING COST 

Matching costs, i.e. the non-federal share of certain program costs, are 
included in the accompanying schedules of expenditures of federal awards 
when the federal and state portions of costs are combined and the state 
portion cannot be separately identified. 

NOTE 4 - PETROLEUM OVERCHARGE RECOVERIES 

In the current and prior years the State received monies relating to
recoveries from petroleum companies which had overcharged customers when
price controls were in effect. These monies are expended under specific
federal programs in accordance with the federal laws and regulations
pertaining to such programs.  Accordingly, these amounts are included in the
accompanying schedules of expenditures of federal awards under the specific 
federal program to which they relate. 

NOTE 5 - RELATIONSHIP TO FEDERAL FINANCIAL REPORTS 

The regulations and guidelines governing the preparation of federal 
financial reports vary by federal agency and among programs administered by
the same agency. Accordingly, the amounts reported in the federal financial 
reports do not necessarily agree with the amounts reported in the 
accompanying schedules of expenditures of federal awards which are prepared 
on the basis explained in Notes 1 and 2.  The federal financial reports have 
been reconciled to amounts included in the schedules of expenditures for all
major programs.

NOTE 6 - WIC REBATES 

During the fiscal year ended June 30, 2012 the South Carolina Department of 
Health and Environmental Control received cash rebates from infant formula 
manufacturers in the amount of $26,974,697 on sales of formula to 
participants in the WIC program (CFDA 10.557).  Rebate contracts with infant 
formula manufacturers are authorized by 7 CFR 246.16a as a cost containment 
measure. Rebates represent a reduction of expenditures previously incurred
for WIC food benefit costs.  Applying the rebates received to such costs
enabled the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control to 
serve 403,129 people.

Recommendation: We recommend the Department develop and implement
procedures to ensure that all grant information included in the SFFA
has been reviewed for accuracy and that the SFFA is prepared in 
accordance with the Office of the State Auditor’s letter of 
instructions. We also recommend that the Department implement
procedures to reconcile the SFFA to the general ledger.

Condition: We performed tests to ensure the accuracy of information
reported on the Schedule of Federal Financial Assistance (SFFA). 
Based on the procedures performed, we determined that the beginning
balances recorded in the agency’s general ledger did not agree with 
the beginning balance reported on the 2011 SFFA and 2010 SFFA ending
fund balance for certain grants.  It appears that the Department did
not perform proper reconciliation procedures when it input financial 
data from its legacy system to SCEIS during the agency’s conversion to
SCEIS. As a result grant financial data was not accurate.  In 
addition, the Department input incorrect Federal grant numbers into
SCEIS. We also noted grants, that had SCEIS activity, were omitted
from the SFFA. Finally, we noted a grant which had FY10 activity
which was improperly reported again in FY11 and another grant with
activity in FY12 that was improperly included on the FY11 SFFA. 

Recommendation: We recommend the Department develop and implement
procedures to ensure the general ledger is reviewed to ensure the 
accuracy of the data. We also recommend that the Department ensures
that the data reported on the SFFA agrees and/or reconciles to the
Department accounting system. 

Current Status: Based on our testing of the SFFA, the Department has 
implemented appropriate corrective action related to the finding.
This finding will not be repeated.

The Office of Exceptional Children (OEC) conducts programmatic and reporting activities 
throughout the year. Every year, the OEC conducts desk monitoring of each local educational agency 
(LEAs) and state-operated program relative to twenty indicators pursuant to federal requirements. 
Summaries of these data can be provided upon request. 

In addition, pursuant to the implementing regulations at 34 C.F.R. §§ 300.600 through 300.608, 
the OEC makes annual determinations for each LEA and state-operated program within the state. This 
information is not found online; though the information is obtainable through a request to the Office and 
is public information. 

In addition the state also monitors additional data submissions, collections, and requirements, 
such as Coordinated Early Intervening Services (found at http://ed.sc.gov/agency/programs­
services/173/CoordinatedEarlylnterveningServicesCEIS.cfm). Beginning in Spring 2011, the OEC has 
conducted onsite monitoring of LEAs to ensure compliance to federal and state statutes and 
implementing regulations relative to educational programs for children with disabilities. The monitoring 
of LEAs is based upon a statistically valid stratified sample of LEAs within the state. Specific policies 
and procedures relative to programmatic monitoring can be provided upon request 

Since Spring 2011 through Spring 2014, the SCDE will have conducted monitoring of 52 LEAs 
and state-operated programs. The OEC has also conducted onsite monitoring of each residential 
treatment facility (RTF) serving children with disabilities, pursuant to South Carolina State Budget 
Proviso 1.5.

In Fall 2011, the Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP), Office of Special Education and 
Rehabilitative Services (OSERS), US Department of Education (USED) conducted onsite monitoring of 
South Carolina relative to its implementation and general supervision of the IDEA. Overall, the state 
was in compliance; and only received limited corrective actions, most of which were addressed prior to 
OSEP's issuance of the monitoring report. Finally, pursuant to its implementing regulations, for three 
consecutive years, the OSEP has found South Carolina in the category of "meets requirements" for its 
programmatic implementation and compliance to the IDEA. These distinctions may be found online at 
http://cd.~c.cov/a!?cncy/ac/Exccptional-Childrcn/ in the form of letters from the OSEP to SCDE. 

Beginning in July 2012 (Fiscal Year 2013), the OEC developed a new IDEA fiscal monitoring 
process for Local Education Agencies. Prior to Fiscal Year 2013 the fiscal monitoring process was 
limited in scope. The new IDEA fiscal monitoring process is designed to provide LEAs the support and 
guidance needed to maintain ongoing high standards for fiscal management and compliance as well as 
program delivery. The OEC communicated this process to LEA Special Education and School Business 
officials via letter. The OEC also communicates fiscal monitoring lessons learned to LEA Special 
Education and School Business Officials during statewide and regional professional development 
opportunities throughout the school year. The OEC agrees that the IDEA fiscal monitoring process 
should have an escalation clause when districts do not submit required documentation in a timely 
manner and will add language as such to the IDEA Fiscal Monitoring policies and procedures similar to 
the following: 

.. Failure to provide the information necessary may result in sanctions, including, but not limited 
to onsite fiscal monitoring; onsite programmatic monitoring; a lowered IDEA determination, as outlined 
by 34 C.F.R. §§ 300.600, 300.604, and 300.608; findings of noncompliance, as outlined by 34 C.F.R. § 
300.600(e); withholding, recouping, and/or redirecting the use of funds pursuant to the Education 
Department General Administrative Regulations (EDGAR) 34 C.F.R. § 80.43; recovering funds under 
Section 452 of the general Education Provisions; and/or referring the matter for appropriate enforcement 
actions."

The Office of Career and Technology Education (OCTE) did not have a formal monitoring 
process or any written monitoring procedures for FY 12 when audit was conducted. The OCTE has 
always had a very detailed funding application that is approved before expenditures can be incurred and 
this application makes sure that programmatic requirements are in place prior to approval. Any 
deviation from this plan requires amendments to the plan to be approved. On-site technical visits by 
programmatic staff are checks to make sure that programmatic requirements are in place. The OCTE 
piloted a monitoring process during FY 12 - lhe same year covered by the audit A monitoring checklist 
was developed, two monitoring site visits were conducted, and the process was presented to 
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subrecipients at a protessional development meeting for directors and coordinators in the spring of 2011. 
Evidence of the written procedures was presented during the FY 12 audit. 

The OCTE developed written guidelines and a monitoring matrix and began site monitoring 
visits in FYl3. (Note: The date in the Cause statement is incorrectly stated as Fiscal Year 2014 and 
should be 2013.) The monitoring protocol is posted to the OCTE's website and has been presented at 
numerous professional development meetings, including training each year for new program 
administrators. 

The OCTE's monitoring process is designed to provide technical assistance and guidance that 
would ensure standards for fiscal and programmatic compliance. Sanctions that would require recouping 
or redirecting of funds have not been applicable to-date. Management or compliance questions require a 
written correction plan and would trigger a follow-up monitoring visit. If follow-up monitoring visits 
detected that conditions have not been addressed, further sanctions may be imposed pursuant to EDGAR 
34 C.R.R., § 80.43, Section 452 of the general Education Provisions, and/or referring matter for 
appropriate enforcement actions. 

The OCTE disagrees with the second bullet under Condition/Context that states the office did not 
have written procedures establishing "Communication to ensure that all subrecipients were aware of 
program requirements, allowable costs and activities ...." The OCTE has written guidelines for program 
requirements and allowable costs and activities that are posted to the website. This information is also 
part of the instructions for completing the application for funds. An Assurance document must be 
signed at the time of application that outlines program requirements and acknowledges acceptance of 
these guidelines. Information is shared formally during at least four professional development 
opportunities throughout each fiscal year.

The Office of Nutrition Progmms monitors School Food Authorities (SFA) via Onsite Reviews, 
SLP 4 forms, SCAPS. and the Administrative Review (AR) formally the Coordinated Review Effort and 
the School Meals Initiative (CRE/SMI). Additional monitoring tools that SFAs complete in SCAPS 
include FNS 742 Direct Verification of students' application. Each school district receives an onsite 
audit annually. During the onsite visit, both breakfast and lunch meals are observed and the counting 
and claiming procedures are evaluated for compliance. We will update the On~Site Review tool to 
address specific financial requirements and to provide additional communication as to what the 
sanctions are for non-compliance. Random overviews of invoices are completed and foodservice storage 
facilities are monitored to ensure that products are in compliance with federal regulations. All SFAs 
have access to an online system for claiming federal reimbursement monies. Each SFA have an 
education associate assigned to review claims that are submitted the I O'h of each month. Claims that 
appear to be in excess are examined for inaccuracies and discussed with the foodservice director. If

corrections are warranted; the district can make the correction and resubmit the claim. Annually, all 
SfAs are required to complete the SLP4 form which provides the State Agency (SA) with a detailed 
outline of financial transactions over the past year and ensure that SFAs do not exceed the three-month 
operation balance (Excessive Operation Balance EOB) as outlined in federal regulations. SFAs who's 
EOB exceeds the three-month amount, must outline a plan to expend those funds. SA will review those 
plans and approve them based on USDA's allowable expenditures. Administrative Review (AR), 
formally CRE/SMis, a federal tool is used to monitor all aspects of SfAs' compliance with program 
requirement.

We recommend the Department continue its efforts to implement procedures to ensure that it 
meets grant maintenance of effort compliance requirements. 

Response: We concur with the finding and will continue to monitor and report to management, 
as we have in the past, the yearly maintenance of effort requirement and what has been met 
year to date. 

12H73-2. Reporting 
We recommend the Department develop and implement procedures to ensure the accuracy of 
the information reported on the RSA-2 report. 

Response: 

We concur with the finding. Although the report documentation was independently reviewed, 
not all backup documentation was footed and there were formula errors. To ensure the 
amounts reported on the RSA-2 are properly classified, accurate and agree to supporting 
documentation, we have created a checklist for an independent reviewer to follow when 
reviewing the report prior to submission. The checklist provides detail items that should be 
reviewed on each schedule. The reviewer is required to check "Yes" or "No" for each item 
regarding its compliance with the checklist. A "No" response will require further action by the 
preparer. The RSA-2 will only be submitted after all items have been satisfactorily addressed 
with a "Yes" response. 

13H73-3. Eligibility 
We recommend the Department implement procedures to ensure that eligibility 
determinations are timely in accordance with applicable federal regulations. 

Response: 

We concur with the finding, and have processes in place to deal with these types of issues. The 
two cases in question were reviewed. While both exceeded the 60 day requirement to 
determine eligibility, one had an extension letter extending the time to 06/01/2009. This was 
exceeded by a little over a month. This practice is not supported by policy which is clear in 
describing what is necessary to extend the time needed to determine eligibility. Both cases had

mitigating circumstances that caused the delay, but informing the applicant should have taken 
place. 

In addition, the local staff are required to monitor all cases in status 02, 06, and 10 every week, 
and the need to send an extension letter should have been identified. Another tool is the 
caseload listing screen which shows time in status as well as compliance messages. One of the 
messages notifies the counselor and support staff that the 60 day eligibility time limit is 
approaching. 

Our quality assurance unit caught both of these findings when they reviewed the cases and the 
absences of the extension letters were noted.

Condition: The South Carolina Department ofHealth and Environmental Control (the Department) 
did not fully comply with the regulation to perform reviews on food instruments as well as take 
appropriate follow up action. 

Recommendation: We recommend the Department continue its efforts to implement procedures to 
ensure that it meets all grant compliance requirements related to food instruments and cash-value 
vouchers. This should include, but not be limited to: reviewing food instruments processed 
regularly and in a timely manner, ensuring follow up action is taken in a timely manner, and also 
establishing an accounts receivable for noted vendor overcharges. 

Response: 1) The State is currently billing overcharges for contract formula and will ensure that 
follow-up is conducted in a timelier manner. 

The Overcharge Report is generated from the Vendor Management System and has been modified to 
detect vendor overcharges ofall food instruments. The State will bill vendors quarterly based on the 
maximum allowable reimbursement rate of 25% above the food instrument type average for each 
peer group (Store type and Region). For example: 

• 	 The average price for FI type 10002 is $10.40 in a Type 1, Region 1 store. 

• 	 The Maximum Allowable Reimbursement Level (MARL) for that FI type in a Type 1, Region 1 

store is $13.00. 

• 	 A Type 1, Region 1 store redeemed the FI type 10002 at $25. 

• 	 The overcharge billed will be $12.00 

The WIC Program will work with the Bureau ofFinancial Management to ensure that the billing and 
receipt of vendor overcharge payments are recorded and documented in the Agency's financial 
management system. All funds received from this source are reported on the 798 at closeout, thereby 
reducing the possible risk of over-stating receivables for the year. 

The Program will begin billing for all overcharges in February 2014. 
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2) The State reviews a random sample of500 paid food instruments (includes cash value vouchers) 
each month. This process is done to ensure that the banking processor is properly editing and 
rejecting, when necessary, food instruments submitted for payment. The review process is conducted 
quarterly. Upon completion ofthe review, results are tabulated in a report. Copies ofthe checks that 
failed the edits are attached to the report. The State has revised the report to include· more 
documentation regarding the review of the checks.

Corrective Action: Since the Department's response to a similar finding in the previous Single Audit, the 
system development contractor that has been under contract since August 1, 2007 to develop and 
implement statewide a certified Child Support Enforcement System failed to meet contractual deadlines. 
The State sent the contractor default letters in September 2012 and in December 2012. Efforts by the 
contractor to provide a cure that was acceptable to the Department failed. On July 10, 2013, the State sent 
a letter to the contractor notifying the company that the State was terminating the contract. The hearing 
in the Contract Controversy (filed October 15, 2012, and originally scheduled for hearing July 31, 2013) 
began on October 21, 2013 and is currently estimated to last through December 20, 2013; the Chief 
Procurement Officer will hear the State's case for breach of contract and damages and the contractor's 
claims against the State. 

The State is currently assessing the viability of the code produced by the defaulted contractor to determine 
the remediation effort needed to complete the project. The State is working with the federal Office of 
Child Support Enforcement to gain federal support and funding for the project.

The SC Commission for the Blind appreciates the professional attitude and conduct of the auditor's staff 

during the audit of our agency's financial records and will ensure corrective actions are taken regarding 

all findings. 

1. 12L24-1. Maintenance of Effort: 

As noted in the finding, State funding primarily determines whether Maintenance of Effort spending 

requirements can be met. The agency will continue to seek State funding that allows Maintenance of 

Effort to be met. Maintenance of Effort projections will be performed during the year and factored into 

planning and budgeting decisions. 

2. 1ZL24-2. Reporting 

A factor in the late completion of the SF-425 was the process of obtaining an approved indirect cost rate 

before the report could be properly completed. RSA was aware of this and advised that the SF-425 not 

be completed until the indirect cost rate was settled. 

A system glitch in the RSA online entry system rounded the approved 21.4% rate that was entered to 

21%. To detect any future system glitches or keying errors, report amounts and rates will be traced to 

documentation by the preparer and reviewer. Supporting documentation of amounts and rates 

entered will be retained. 

The employee who prepares the SF-425 and the supervisor who reviews the report will flag due dates to 

ensure timely submission.
